Setting up your webcam
Place the webcam on your computer’'s monitor
or desktop.
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Monitor mounting

Take the webcam as shown in the picture
above and open the clip base with your other
hand. Mount the webcam making sure the
base of the clip is firmly fixed on the back of
your monitor.



Connecting

Plug your webcam into a PC USB port. The
webcam will install automatically in ~1 minute.




Getting started with video calling

To take advantage of video calling, both you and
the person you call must install a videoconfer-
encing app, such as Skype, Teams, Zoom,
Messenger or Gmail. In addition, both callers
will need:

- A computer with speaker (or a headset) and a
microphone - your webcam has an integrated
microphone;

- A broadband Internet connection;

- Please check your preferred videoconferenc-
ing app requirements. Requirements may vary
between different apps, but usually a minimum
of 2Mbps upload speed is required.



Q&A

Q: How do | know if my camera is recognized by
the operating system?

A: Connect the camera in any USB 2.0/3.0 port.
Once connected, the camera needs a few
moments to be recognized by the system. To
ensure the camera was installed correctly, check:
Control Panel -> Systems and Security -> Device
Manager.

Q: How do | know if my videoconferencing app is
compatible with my webcam?

A: All videoconferencing apps allow you to review
the audio and video devices they're using. Go to
your preferred videoconferencing app and check:
- The Audio settings to ensure the USB 2.0
camera microphone is selected. If not, select USB
2.0 camera.

- The Video settings to ensure the USB 2.0
camera is selected. If not, select USB 2.0 camera.
