Press forward and Backward key together for 3S to switch game mode
or office mode.In game mode, press forward to press M4 gun, press
backward to press M16 gun.

Light mode switch

Press middle key and Backward key at the same time to switch 11 lighting
modes: mixed color - constant monochrome bright - breathing - drag tail -
neon - Mixed constant bright color - flashing - unidirectional drag tail -
seven color wave - reaction - off, adjustable drive.

DPI switch

Short press DPI+/- key to switch among five DPI gears.

3 blue indicator on the side (LED1, LED2 and LED3 from bottom to top) :
1000 DPI (LED1 lights)

2000 DPI (LED2 lights)

3000 DPI (LED3 lights)

4000 DPI (LED1+LED2 lights)

6200 DPI (LED1+LED2+LED3 lights);

The default DPI is 2000. When DPI is switched, the LED lights for 3S and
then goes out. DPI driver is adjustable: 200-- 12400,100 per gear.

Driver instructions

1. Driver installation

Download the driver from the official website or get it from the CD
included in the package , use it after installation. After configuring the
driver, you can set the mouse button, macro, trajectory, DPI, light,
parameter and rate of polling.

2. Driver Settings

Open the driver setting interface (the device needs to be connected,
otherwise the driver cannot be opened), and conduct key setting, macro
setting, trajectory setting, DPI setting, light setting, parameter setting
and rate of return setting. The mouse is divided into office mode and
game mode. The default is office mode, which can be customized for
multi-group configuration.

A. Buttons setting

Click the "set" button in the upper left corner of the interface. You can roll
up, roll down, triple send, Fire key, key combination, macro definition,
disable key, DPI key, multimedia function, DPI lock and other functional
settings.

B. The macro setting

Click "Macro Manager" to enter the macro setting interface, click

"New Macro" to input the macro name, select the macro name, and click
"Start Macro Recording". During the recording process, you can input the
required keys on the keyboard, and then click "Stop Macro recording".
Import macro operation instructions: In the key Settings, select the key
you want to set, click "Macro definition” in the drop-down menu, select
the macro name, and finally click "Apply" to complete.
